Prof. Alessandro Borghi has a master degree in Geological Sciences in 1983 with a score of 110/110, at the University of Turin. In 1989 he obtained the title of PhD in Earth Sciences with the discussion of the thesis "The tectono- metamorphic - evolution of the “Serie dei Laghi” (Southern Alps).

In December 1990 he was appointed assistant professor at the Faculty of Sciences M.F.N. University of Turin, and was housed at the Department of Mineralogical and Petrological Sciences. As from November 1993 it is confirmed in the role of university researchers. From November 1, 2003 he is Associate Professor in the scientific sector GEO 07 at the Faculty of Sciences, University of Turin. Since 2005 it is confirmed in the role of Associate Professors.
Administrative positions

It was part of the Inter-Council of Science and Tourism Alpine for the academic years 2001/2 - 02/03 - 03/04 - 04/05. He was also the secretary of the Master of Science in Geological Sciences for the years 1998/99 - 2000/01 and Sciences and Tourism Alpine for the period 2001/02 - 2003/04.

In the three years 2006/07  2008/09 he was President of the Course of Studies in Science and Technology for Cultural Heritage at the Faculty of Sciences M.F.N., University of Turin. As President of CCS he has joined the Management Board and the Education Committee of the Faculty of Sciences M.F.N., University of Turin.

He was representative in the Academic Senate of the Earth Sciences for the years 2010/11 and 2011/12.

In the years 2012/13 - 2014/15 was Chairman of the Graduate Program in Materials Science for Cultural Heritage and, simultaneously, a member of the School of Science of Nature, University of Turin.

For the years 2005/08 has been a member of the Governing Council of the National Group of Petrology.

He has been a member of the Drafting Committee of the Periodic Mineralogy in the 2008-2010.

Since 2010 he is member of the Academic Board of the PhD in Earth Sciences.


Teaching activity
He spent all his teaching activities at the Faculty of Science University of Turin, mainly within the Degree of Geological Sciences, where he held the courses of Geological Survey, Geologic Laboratory, Applied Petrography and Analytical Techniques Laboratory. In recent years he began teaching in other academic degree such as the Degree in Science and Tourism, the Degree in Geography and Regional Science and the Degree in Science and Technology for Cultural Heritage, where currently covers the courses of petrography and applied petrology to cultural heritage.

Research activity
- Author of over 110 scientific publications, has participated in numerous national and international conferences where he presented orally or as posters over 140 communications.
The main Research fields are the follow: 
1) Petrologic studies on thermo-baric evolution of metamorphic rocks from basement of the Western Alps (Northern Italy).
2) Petrographic study of collisional belts as Calabrian Arc (Southern Italy), Eastern Himalaya (Nepal), Victoria Land – Wilson Terrane (Antartide);
3) Research on the acquisition and processing of X-ray maps using electron microprobe and their petrological applications
4) Multi-instrumental microanalytical searches for the determination of trace elements in metamorphic minerals in nature.
5) Petrography applied research in the field of cultural heritage, particularly with regard to the minero-petrographic and geochemical characterization of stone materials by the use of the main analytical techniques such as optical microscope in polarized light, the scanning electron microscope (SEM) with attached energy dispersive microanalysis (EDS), the proton microprobe and cathodoluminescence pan-and mono-chromatic and micro-fluorescence.
